Causes rocks to weather very rapidly

Types of Weathering





Living Organisms


Roots of plants make a weak acid & dissolves rocks around the plant.





Carbon Dioxide


CO2 + rainwater = Carbonic Acid


Carbonic Acid weathers softer rock





Oxygen


Oxygen + Water + Iron = Rust


This process is Oxidation





Water


Dissolves rock; most important cause





Abrasion


Sand in wind, water, ice or gravity can wear away rock





Plant Root Growth


Roots grow in cracks in the rock breaking them apart





Animal Actions


Animals dig, this loosens the soil & breaks apart rocks.





Freezing & Thawing


Water freezes causing the crack to get bigger





Release of Pressure


Causes top layers of the rock to crack and flake off
